Course Overview and Objectives:  This will be an advanced college prep course that will require significant work and dedication from each of the students.  The course will have a laboratory component that will involve dissection of different organisms as well as tissue slide examination in order to learn as much as possible about human anatomy. Although this class involves a share of memorization, it is done with the goal of learning the language that allows for the understanding of the human system.  This course will be challenging, and I want to ensure you have access to me and all the resources you need to successfully navigate the material. Please do not hesitate to talk to me about any issues you may be having.
Lab Fee: $25, Coloring Book Fee: $20 (Total of $45)
Required Materials:  Students should come to class prepared each day.
- To accomplish the Coloring Atlas either colored pencils or highlighters work best
- Each student will attach a 100-page composition notebook (8.5 x 11 inches) to the Color Atlas…please bring the notebook to class the first week  (spiral notebooks and loose-leaf paper will not work)
- Dry erase markers for white board work

All testable material is referenced in both the text and power point slides (posted on Schoology). 
Late Work: We will be using the TCA late work policy: a 20% deduction will be taken after the due date up until the end of the unit. Once the test has been taken for that unit, any work not turned in will remain a “zero” in the grade book. On the due date missing material will be marked in Infinite Campus as missing (this drives a score of zero in that system). When the work is brought in, some points can still be given to replace the zero. 
Absent Work:  If you miss a review day, you still have a test on the test date.  If you miss a test day, you must make it up on the first day you return during FLEX.  If you have a multi-day absence, you must arrange for make-up times as soon as possible upon your return to avoid falling behind.  I recommend emailing me in advance of known absences.  
Labs and Activities:

Most of the labs will involve dissections. There will be other lab activities that could involve biological substances. Proper attire on lab days is required. This includes: closed-toe shoes, comfortable clothing for movement and hair ties. Gloves and aprons will be provided. Eye protection is available, but a student may use approved personal eye protection (these are not just standard glasses). It is expected that students will clean all materials used after EVERY lab.
