Every year 
he speaks to the new staff about what he 
believes in, and always shares 3 stories. 1. A 
leader once shared 3 things we do with students: 
Make sure they feel safe, happy and good. If you 
do that first, you create an opportunity for them 
to learn.  That has been a main mission for him 
since then. 2. At 22 years. old he was in the Air 
Force and stationed in LA. His MIL was the 
Principal’s Secretary… and Dr. Sojo looked at him 
and said “I want to be that guy…because 
everyone loves him”.  His MIL said, “Everybody 
loves him because he loves them first”. So that 
has been a goal, to love everyone first. 3.  20 
years ago, interviewing to be the Vice Principal 
and asked the interviewer, “What do you want 
from me?” and the interviewer said “I need 
someone who’s out there…the hallways, the 
lunchroom, the PTO meeting…know what’s going 
wrong and fix it, know what’s right and sing 
praises”.  And that has been a mission as well.  
 
Dr. Sojo stated that he knows the character of 
the candidates and that’s who either of them 
would be as a President.  Someone who 
embodies those 3 stories. He stated that we can 
be encouraged, it’s going to be ok. They will be a 
better president than he was. Read a list of why 
he loves TCA from something he wrote in the 
Palmarium.  Believes in the mission of TCA, and 
has seen how different it is from other schools.  

9:00 Principal’s Corner- Another Principal said “I need 
to come to your school” (someone that was a 
part of the external review). They were 
“gobsmacked” by the quality of writing the 
children produced and challenged to do more 
with their students. Our students were proud to 
show off their skills! We need to allow our 
children to do hard things. Let’s not get in their 
way. They are capable.

7.5 hours a day. These teachers love  your 
children when they are here and when they are 
not.
